Each event will have a Champion, 1% Runner-up, 2™ Runner-up & 3" Runner-up. The
winner will be awarded a Trophy.
Every player will be given a Certificate of Appreciation.

The Championships applies the Rules and Regulation of WPA.

2. The Championship will be in Knock-Out System or Round-Robin System, which will
be announced with further details.

3. Players must be dressed in school sport uniform properly (Sweatshirt/T-shirt,
sports pants and sport shoes), otherwise the players will be disqualified. If the
school sport uniform is a tank top and shorts, or if the school does not have a required
uniform, or if the school sport uniform is not one of the above, players should wear a
T-shirt with a crew neck or collar, trousers, and leather shoes/sport shoes.
HKBSCC reserves the rights to disqualify any player who dresses improperly.

4. HKBSCC reserves the rights of re-scheduling the matches and the Championship may
be postponed or cancelled depending on the circumstances.

5. No change of schedule allowed after the draw has been completed, unless with
approval from the Tournament Sub-Committee.

6. Players may appeal to the Tournament Director or Chief Referee against the decision

of the Referee made in the match. The Tournament Sub-Committee's decision is the

final decision, and no further appeal is allowed.
